The Hardware



eBeam positioning technology works 

in a similar way to lightning in a 

thunderstorm by computing the time 

difference between the speed of light 

and the speed of sound. 

Complex algorithms run continuously 

in the on-board DSP. Proprietary and 

patented filtering code eliminates 

interference from outside sources.

The pen, eraser and stylus are 

powered by standard alkaline batteries 

which are available at any local store. 

Expected battery life is approximately 

60-80 hours of continuous writing.

ÅInstall software

ÅConnect receiver to computer

ÅUSB

ÅBluetooth

ÅInsert battery in stylus

ÅConnect projector to computer

ÅCalibrate the projection area
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Starting in the upper left-hand 

corner, use the interactive stylus 

to tap in the center of each of the 

red targets.
